Given the
rising number of tourist arrivals since 1931, the Mali government has made tourism
development a priority. Ninety percent of tourists visit primarily to come to Dogon Land-the
Jewel of Malian tourism and a World Heritage site. The magic of Dogon country is its
inaccessibility, which has protected the authenticity of the culture and people.
