  The most notable variant in income, labour market status, the division of labour is 

gender based. On average, women participate less in the labour market than men, whereas 

they assume the lion’s share of unpaid work in the household. Women also tend to be less 

well paid than men when they do work, and they occupy jobs with lower job security, 

fewer prospects of advancement and less responsibility.
