Monarch butterflies lay eggs on milkweed
plants, and when an eggs hatches, the young
caterpillar, or larva, begins to eat the
milkweed. The caterpillar will eat the plant
for about two weeks and grow to
approximately two inches long. The caterpillar
will then spin silk pad and attach itself upside-
down to a twig or leaf. Next it sheds its
yellow, black, and white striped skin. This is
the first step in the caterpillar’s transformation
to a butterfly.
